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Did you ever wonder what goes on behind the paddle? Would
you like to extend your love of the sport by becoming a
Nationally trained referee?

Now is your chance. National Boccia Referee training will take
place at Lakeshore, in Birmingham, Alabama, from Tuesday July
29th - July 31, followed by the requirement to referee actual
games during our National Championship. Your stay at Lakeshore
will go through mid to late day on Sunday, August

3rd.

There is no charge for the class, but you will have to arrange
your own transportation to and from Birmingham, and perhaps
to and from the venue. We will reimburse up to $500 on
transportation, dependent on your successfully completing the

course and times on court.

You will need to be a member of USA Boccia, which we will take
care of until 2026, that generally is about $75 per year. Until all of
our on campus rooms are filled, you will be offered free housing
on the

Lakeshore Campus. However, anyone who stays there will also
have to be “Safe Sports” certified which is an on-line course.

More about that if you are interested. If you don’t want to stay
on campus, you can book your own hotel room but will not be

reimbursed for it.
